Hold the fixture assembly (D) close to the wall mount bracket and hang attached steel cable on both hangers (H)
to help support fixture during wiring. Using suitable wire connectors (not provided), connect fixture wires to
supply wires (white to white or ribbed and black to black or smooth, and bare copper or green to bare copper or
green). Ground the mounting bracket using the green ground screw (F) and cupped washer (G) to secure a pigtail
lead to the bracket.

Carefully tuck all wires and steel cable behind the fixture assembly and inside the wall mount bracket and place
the fixture over the bracket so that the screws in the top of the wall bracket go through the holes in the top of the
fixture. Secure the fixture by threading the remaining black #8 screws (E) up through the holes in the bottom of
the fixture and into the mounting bracket.

Caution: Make sure wire connectors are twisted on securely, and no bare wires are exposed.
