Set aside the wall mounting bracket and drill 1/4" holes in the locations marked on
the wall. For holes using anchors, place the tapered end of the anchors (D) into the
holes and gently tap them flush to the wall using a light weight hammer.

Thread the wires in the electrical box through the hole in the wall mounting bracket
(C) while moving the bracket into position. Using the 1" #10 screws (E), screw the
bracket securely to the wall. Be careful not to over-tighten or strip the anchors.

1/8" below top surface when installed.

4. Align holes on the top and bottom of fixture front panel (K) with the holes in the top and bottom of fixture can
assembly (F). Slide the fixture front panel (K) back until it bottoms out on magnet assembly (N).
5. If magnet assemblies (N) are not touching at all points it might be necessary to adjust them out by turning them on
the threaded stud until they touch the fixture front panel (K).
