2. Using the mounting plate (A) as a guide, mark the location of the dry
wall anchors (D). Pre-drill the holes for the drywall anchors and
insert the anchors into the wall.

3. Secure the mounting plate (A) to wall using the screws (B) (Size:
M4*L1") into dry-wall anchors (D).

4. Align the fixture body (K) over mounting plate (A) and secure with

four screws (C) (Size: #5-32N*L0.3"). A
5. Install the cord cover bracket (G) to the wall with screws (H) (Size:
M4*L1”) and dry-wall anchors (L).

6. Fix the cord (I) into the cord cover (J), and snap the cord cover (J)
into the bracket (G). = =

1. Shut off power at the circuit breaker and remove old
fixture from wall, including the crossbar.

2. Remove the cord and plug by disconnecting the wire
nuts to the cord

3. Secure the mounting bracket (A) to the outlet box using
the screws (B). The side of the mounting bracket
marked “GND” must face out (Fig.3).

CONNECTING THE WIRES (Fig. 5)

5. Connect the electrical wires as shown in Fig. 5, making
sure that all wire connectors are secured. If your outlet
has a ground wire (green or bare copper), connect the
fixture’s ground wire to it. Otherwise, connect the fixture’s
ground wire directly to the mounting bracket by using the
green screw provided.

FINISHING THE INSTALLATION (Fig. 4)

6. Place fixture body (K) over the mounting bracket (A) and
secure with four screws (C).

7. Insert plug (M) into the hole on the bottom of the fixture
body (K).

8. Install the halogen bulbs into socket in accordance with
the fixture’s specifications. (DO NOT EXCEED THE
MAXIMUM WATTAGE RATING!) (NE PAS DEPASSER
LA PUISSANCE NOMINALE MAXIMALE!)
